WHEREAS, the Board of Super-
visors (the “Board”) of Winnebago
County, lowa (the “County”), has
previously issued $4,240,000 Gen-
eral Obligation Public Safety Center
Bonds, Series 2016B (the “Series
2016B Bonds”); and

WHEREAS, in the resolution au-
thorizing the issuance of the Series
2016B Bonds, the County reserved
the right to call for payment prior
to maturity any or all of the Series
2016B Bonds maturing after June
1, 2021 (the “Callable Series 2016B
Bonds”); and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to fix
a date of meeting of the Bonds at
which it is proposed to take action
to enter into a loan agreement (the
“Loan Agreement”) in an amount
not to exceed $3,340,000 for the
purpose of refunding the Callable
Series 2016B Bonds, and to give
notice thereof as required by law;

NOW, THEREFORE, Be It Re-
solved by the Board of Supervisors
of Winnebago County, lowa, as fol-
lows:

Section 1. This Board shall meet
on May 18, 2021, at the County
Courthouse, at 9:05 a.m., at which
time and place a hearing will be
held and proceedings will be insti-
tuted and action taken to enter into
the Loan Agreement.

Section 2. The County Auditor is
hereby directed to give notice of the
proposed action on the Loan Agree-
ment, setting forth the amount and
purpose thereof, the time when
and place where the said meeting
will be held, by publication at least
once and not less than 4 nor more
than 20 days before the meeting, in
a legal newspaper of general circu-
lation in the County.

ment”) in an amount not to exceed
$3,340,000, for the purpose of re-
funding the outstanding balance of
the County’s General Obligation
Public Safety Center Bonds, Series
2016B.

The Loan Agreement is pro-
posed to be entered into pursuant
to authority contained in Sections
331.402 and 331.441 of the Code
of lowa. The Loan Agreement will
constitute a general obligation of
the County.

At the time and place of the hear-
ing, oral or written objections may
be filed or made to the proposal
to enter into the Loan Agreement.
After the hearing, the Board may
take action to enter into the Loan
Agreement, in which case, the deci-
sion will be final unless appealed to
the District Court within fifteen (15)
days thereafter.
