 • If you are experiencing ANY of the fol-
lowing High-Risk Symptoms
  New Cough
  Shortness of Breath or difficulty 
breathing
  New loss of taste or smell
 • Have been diagnosed with COVID-19 
and/or tested positive for COVID-19. You 
may not return to work until 24 hours has 
passed with no fever (without the use of 
fever-reducing medicine) AND symptoms 
are improving AND 10 days since your 
positive test date or symptoms started.
 • If you have been within 6 feet for 
someone who tested positive for COVID 
19 for 15 continuous minutes or more. You 
may not return to work for 14 days AND 24 
hours has passed with no fever (without 
the use of fever-reducing medicine) AND 
symptoms are improving.
